Please explain any significant change in the number of applications received during the reporting period.

There was a slight decrease in the number of applications received by the Division during this reporting period. We attribute
this to the slow reopening of courts in the Commonwealth and fewer survivors having scheduled hearings on their cases. Since
court based advocates account for the largest number of referrals to our program, with fewer hearings and significant turnover
in advocates in the district attorneys offices, we saw a minimal decline in the number of applications received.

Please explain your state's procedure for processing an application for claim eligibility, from time of receipt of application to
decision. Applications received by the Division are reviewed by the Intake Assistant for completeness so that any outstanding
questions can be addressed before assignment to one of our Eligibility and Outreach Coordinators. All applications are entered
into our confidential database that is available only to Division staff. Applicants receive an initial letter acknowledging receipt of
their application and are provided with a confidential claim number and debt collection protection letter during the pendency of
their claim. Our Intake Assistant obtains all necessary reports from law enforcement or other investigatory agencies. When this
preliminary information is received, the claim is then reviewed by an Eligibility and Outreach Coordinator. Any additional
information is gathered during this period regarding the crime, cooperation by the applicant and any contributory contribution
issues that have been noted. If approved, applicants receive an initial eligibility letter detailing the next steps for expense
submission and the assignment of an Investigator/Advocate to their claim. If denied, the applicant receives a denial letter and
outline of their appellate rights. Denied applicants may file a Request for Administrative Reconsideration with the Program
Director or file a Judicial Appeal in the district court where they reside either after the Program Director's decision on appeal or
in place of an administrative review.

Please describe any emerging/major issues or notable trends that were encountered in your state that had an impact
on your program’s ability to meet the needs of crime victims during the reporting period.

The Victim Compensation Division advocated for additional funds for the program due to the continued rising numbers of
homicide and forensic sexual assault claims. As a result of the advocacy regarding this issue, the state legislature did vote an
increase in our line item in the state budget.

Please describe in detail efforts taken to serve Victims of Federal Crime during the reporting period.

The Division continues to work with all federal law enforcement partners to ensure that any victim of a federal crime is made
aware of our program's benefits, has access to our applications and is provided information and referrals, as needed. In
addition, we continue to train with local agencies and military Sexual Assault Response Coordinators to ensure they received
assistance necessary for military personnel and their family members who have been victims of sexual assault or any other
violent crime to recover from their trauma. The Division continues to participate in the Governor's Council on Domestic and
Sexual Violence and the MA Disabled Persons Protection Commission's Sexual Assault Advisory Council, as well.

Please describe any notable activities during the reporting period that improved the process of victim compensation
services.

The Division was able to implement a new section to our existing database to be able to more readily gather statistics and
information regarding the forensic sexual assault exam kit claims received by the Division. Our new forensic claims coordinator
was trained on this new component.

Please describe in detail ways in which your state used VOCA Administrative funds and the impact of these funds on
the state’s ability to improve victim compensation services during the reporting period.

VOCA Administrative funds will continue to allow Division staff to attend national conferences as required under the Special
Conditions of our VOCA grant. In addition, these funds allow staff to continue their education on specific trainings related to
domestic violence, sexual assault, mental health needs of victims, and trauma informed care. We are also able to use our
funds to develop materials to use in our outreach events and print Crime Victim Compensation applications.

The Massachusetts Victim Compensation & Assistance Division continues its longstanding collaboration with federal and state
criminal justice prosecutors, law enforcement, courts, US Attorney's office, state VOCA programs and other criminal justice
partners who play an important role in the response to victims of crime. We continue to train and confer with federal agencies
regarding Crime Victim Compensation applications and work to obtain the necessary law enforcement reports required by our
process. In addition, the Division works closely with the Massachusetts Office for Victim Assistance staff to provide training and
support to ensure all their sub grantees have the necessary information about the Program and work with their clients in
applying to the Program.

With the continued emphasis on remote trainings, the Division continued our outreach efforts to both court and community
based advocates utilizing a variety of platforms. The Division also collaborated with our Office's Community Engagement
Division to offer trainings to communities and providers that included services to limited English speakers.
