The AGO Victim Advocates are
assigned to geographic regions of the state and are developing relationships with law enforcement throughout the state. The
victim compensation staff is knowledgeable and proficient in assisting crime victims for both state and federal crimes and
providing trainings on the crime victim compensation fund to victim service providers, law enforcement and advocates.

During the past reporting period we have worked to improve efficiency in processing claims by implementing regular
compensation staff meetings, putting progress metrics in place, eliminating redundant task, and cross training employees.
