The Montana CVC Program has experienced a slight decrease in claims received in FY23, at 511 claims. In FY22, 624 claims 
were received. In FY21, 481 claims were received.

Please explain your state's procedure for processing an application for claim eligibility, from time of receipt of application to 
decision. Montana has a decentralized system for the administration of Crime Victim Compensation (CVC) program activity, 
which includes the processing of applications and disbursement of compensation funds. Montana State standards for the 
administration of the Crime Victim Compensation program recommends that claim decisions be made within 45 working days, 
and no later than 60 days. Case information is requested from law enforcement agencies, medical providers, prosecutors, and 
victims. Montana Code Annotated, Administrative Rules and Policies are utilized to determine whether the claim meets 
eligibility requirements. The Program has one claim technician who assigns the claim to a program specialist and then 
manually enters the application into a case management system. The program specialist makes the determination whether to 
award or deny the claim. The program manager oversees the claim decision process and will help with statute interpretation if 
necessary.

The program has seen a decline in the number of claims denied due to our inability to obtain federal case 
information. The Office of Victim Services (where the MT CVC program is housed), has been instrumental in fostering 
relationships with our federal and tribal partners through the Native American Domestic Violence Fatality Review Team.

The Montana Crime Victim Compensation Program now scans all case files directly into our program case management 
system which has increased our ability to quickly answer victim related questions without the necessity to have the paper file. 
The Program is also expanding our outreach efforts throughout the State by partnering with other agencies at crime 
preventions conferences and other community events. 

Please describe in detail ways in which your state used VOCA Administrative funds and the impact of these funds on
the state’s ability to improve victim compensation services during the reporting period. 

Montana does not receive VOCA Administrative Funds. 

Were there any laws, initiatives, or policy changes in your state regarding victim compensation during the reporting
period? If yes, please briefly describe them and their impact. 

During the State of Montana 2022/20223 legislative session, the Program's funeral benefit was increased from $3,500.00 to 
$10,000.00. During the 2021/2022 State of Montana legislative session several laws were enacted to expand the services of 
our program. Mental health therapy for secondary victims was increased from $2,000.00 to $5,000.00. The wage loss benefit 
that the Program offers is now also offered to parents or guardians of child sexual abuse victims. The wage loss covers the 
time the guardian or parent is required to miss from work to transport their children to and from medical appointments.
